MGMA BOARD OF DIRECTOR'S MONTHLY UPDATE
April 2012

As always, the MGMA Board and our management staff have been actively working on many projects.  Here is a brief update:
Our Activities Committee had a very successful "Spring Fling" event.  An article appeared in The Town-Crier in the April 13 - April 19, 2012 edition on page 17, along with a photo.  It was good to see some positive press for our Community.  These events can only continue with community help.  Please call the MGMA Clubhouse (561-793-1715) to volunteer.  Our next scheduled activity is Water Aerobics.  This will be a six (6) week Saturday morning session starting on June 2nd running through July 7th.  The cost will be $35/person on a first come, first serve with payment basis.  We need a minimum of ten (10) attendees to hold the class.  So sign-up by May 16th to insure that the class will be offered.  We will also be starting to think about our very popular Fourth of July Pool Party.  Watch for more information.

Starting on June 9th, our Kid's Movie Night will begin again.  Movies and popcorn will be offered on every Friday night at 6:30 pm through mid-August.  Watch for more information.

As we are nearing the summer, we anticipate increased use of the MGMA Clubhouse.  For those of you that have not visited the Clubhouse recently, please remember that all persons (homeowners and each of their guests) must have a valid Resident card or photo identification.  No one will be allowed to enter the Clubhouse without one of these documents.  So if you will be visiting the Clubhouse, make sure you and your guests each have some form of photo ID.  Thank you in advance for your cooperation.
We continue to maintain the Clubhouse area.  We have replaced a pool pump without have to close the pool at all, and have upgraded several of our pool umbrellas.  

The palm tree replacement along Crestwood has been completed.  We are now working on closing up the holes along the Okeechobee berm along Wyndham Village.  We encourage our Homeowners and their family members to NOT  cut through these areas, but to use the sidewalks.  We need to give the new landscaping time to grow in and thicken. 
The Landscaping Committee is now working on cleaning up our front entrance Monuments on Okeechobee Boulevard.  We hope to spruce up the landscaping and adjust the lighting.  The Committee is also beginning a "general planting" project.  This project will identify areas in Madison Green that need updating, which will include sod replacement and mulching.  If you have expertise in this area, please volunteer your time to this Committee. 

With the recommendation of our Landscaping Committee and our Property Manager, we have decided to continue to use High Standard Landscaping for the next year.  Thank you to the Committee for all their hard work. 
We are currently having some landscaping issues around Pine Road and on Master property at the entrance to Walden Village.  The MGMA is aware of this and is working with the Golf Course to resolve the problem.  Please be patient.

The ARC Ad Hoc Color Committee has voted unanimously to affirm the current color charts for 2012.

The Madison Green Golf Course has completed the re-lettering of the monuments on Crestwood at the clubhouse entrance.  
At the April 25, 2012 Board Meeting, President Jeff Hmara resigned his seat on the Board.  We thank him for his years of dedication to Madison Green.  He will continue to serve the Community in his new position on the Village of Royal Palm Beach Council.
